The Fiber Broadband Association's Fiber Certification recognizes operators for their commitment to 
ensuring customers receive the fastest, most reliable broadband services—connectivity delivered over 
"future-proof" fiber networks.


Network operators that are members of the Fiber Broadband Association
have marketed fiber networks to 90% or more of customers,
delivered either through PON or Active Ethernet, and exhibited 
a high-level strategic commitment to all-fiber deployment. 


If a network operator member has not marketed 90%, but has marketed to at least 70% of customers, they are 
eligible for a Fiber Certification.
